NOTE: This instruction sheet #PP5042 is for Arctic Cat snowmobiles that utilize the 2000 and newer ZR chassis with a
500 or 600 engine. Older Arctic Cat snowmobiles like the1997 and older ZR chassis and all ZRT chassisshould use the
universal instruction sheet #PP5011.

WARNING: Read all instruction pr ior to installation. Never work on a snowmobilewhilesnowmobile is running.
Beforeany dr illing isdone to your snowmobile, take adequate precautions to be sureno debr iswill end up in your
clutchesor any other areas that may cause damageor injury. I f possible, remove theclutch guard from the
snowmobilebefore dr illing any holes or doing any r iveting, thiswill make installation cleaner and easier .

Step 1:  Drill through the bottom of the CargoCaddy from inside at all six
numbered bosses with a 7/32” drill bit.

Step 2:  Sandwich the belt clips between the bottom of the CargoCaddy and the top of thebrackets and fasten using
six rivetsasshown in the picture.

Step 3:  Remove any previously installed spare spark plug or drive belt holders from the top of theclutch guard that
will interfere with the CargoCaddy.
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Step 4:  Carefully cut out the paper mounting template along the dotted line. NOTE: I t will be easier to line up
with the clutch guard if the template iscut out accurately.

Step 5:  Tape the paper template on top of the clutch guard, lining up the two
solid lines with the outsideedges of the hinge and the left edge with the
edge of the guard. The four rivets for the hinge should be centered in the
slotted cutouts in the paper template.

Step 6:  Place the CargoCaddy on the clutch guard with clutch guard installed in
the snowmobile. Line up the six holes in the bracketsand the six marks
on the template. Make sure the CargoCaddy isn’ t touching the engine or
any other components. Also check to see if thehood closes properly.

Step 7:  Use a center punch to mark the six locations to drill through the clutch guard. Besure to make your marks as
close to thecenter of thecircleas possible.

Step 8:  Remove the paper templateand drill through the clutch guard with a
7/32” drill bit at the six locations. You may want to start with a smaller
bit to keep the holes centered on the marks.

Step 9:  Thesix holes in the brackets the CargoCaddy should line up with the
holesyou just drilled in theclutch guard. Insert the rivets by hand, but if
a couple holes don’ t match up, first complete riveting the ones you were
able to insert. Then usea 3/16” drill bit to re-drill theholes that didn’ t
match up. You will now beable to insert the last rivetsand complete the
riveting.

Step 10:  Position each of the5 top foam pieces to the undersideof the cover,
between each of the 4 reference lines. Remove adhesive backer from
each foam piece and affix to lid. NOTE: Adhesive cannot be
repositioned.

Step 11:  Placebottom foam liner into bottom of CargoCaddy and install dividers
into desired positions.
